Geremia who addresses you so much more articulately than I

     Hi to every single one of you who helped us pull off an incredible challenge last 
month at the Phoenix International Raceway. I ask God to bless every single one 
of you in some extra special manner. 
 
    Everybody, and I sincerely mean EVERYBODY, gave so much more than any 
of us anticipated would be necessary to give to make this event a success. 
 
     We grossed (sold products valued at) approximately $4,900 on Thursday. Just 
short of $10,000 on Friday. And an incredible $32,000 on Saturday. We are look-
ing at just about an even $45,000.00 that this massive, worldwide company took 
in during the three-day race as a result of our phenomenal effort and attitude. The 
club stands to earn nearly $5000 for the three days of work. 
 
    Who would have even contemplated that we could get together for the first time 
in our lives on a project as massive as this one turned out to be and do so ex-
ceedingly well at it. Who would have thought, with none of us ever having worked 
elbow to elbow in a fast-food restaurant like this before, that we would bring in the 
incredible amount of money that we did. 
 
     Many of you might think, well, I didn't really do that much. Everybody else 
worked much harder than I, or some such thing. NO - NO - NO! Not true. Not 
even close. Every single person in that concession stand and the kiosks outside 
did an absolutely phenomenal job in every way. 
 
    Each and every one of you, think about the person standing next to you on 
each of those three shifts we worked. Did any one of you, at any point in time, 
think to yourself - Wow, this guy’s a lazy bum! I can answer that without hesitation 
or question. NOBODY thought that about any one of our volunteers at any point 
along the way. Some of us were a little less experienced but picked it up and were 
able to catch on to what was needed in a very short span of time. Some of us 
weren't graced with a Charles Atlas body, muscle or stamina. But not one person 
gave any less than their little, over-weight, or out-of-condition body was capable of 
giving. It just brings tears to my eyes to see the people that actually showed up to 
work without knowing how demanding and relentless the crowd and the job was 
going to be. Nobody was mentally or physically or emotionally prepared for what 
we walked into. 
 
There are so many stories that could be told. We had an 83 year old 
woman working one of our windows, running up and down the length of 
our madhouse restaurant trying to find more product she could sell be-
cause we were running so low on supplies and she didn't want to just 
stand at her window and simply say "gee whiz, I'm sorry, we don't have 
any more". What an attitude! And it wasn't just her. EVERYBODY picked 
up on the attitudes of other volunteers and jumped right in line as though 
they wanted to do even better than this other person. 
 
Jack Dermody was getting a little frazzled towards the end of the eve-
ning on Saturday. He went down to the next Kiosk and saw how furiously 
John , Heather  and Don were working, laughing, smiling, asking virtually 
every customer if they would like something to go with that beer (to in-
crease sales).   ���������	��

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     Their hands were freezing from having to keep them in these huge tubs to pull out the beer ordered by the thousands 
and thousands of customers we served that night. Their backs were just screaming for a break. We were too busy. There 
were no spare employees to give them a break. I knew it, they knew it and nobody even asked if they could be given a 
break. Oh My Gosh! My eyes tear up just thinking about all the work and incredible feats I saw being performed by this 
similarly frail and inexperienced group standing there with smiles on there faces. 
 
Anyway, Jack  was telling me that he turned right back around an went to his kiosk with a renewed vigor and feeling of 
having been re-energized after seeing what the other volunteers were subjected to and how amazingly they were han-
dling it. 
 
There was John Irwin , selling margaritas, beer and soda for three long days. How many hundreds, if not thousands, of 
times did he bend at the waist, stick his hands into that freezing water again to pull out another beer for the next cus-
tomer. 
 
I think we all were held together by what we saw the other volunteers doing in spite of their age, their lack of physical 
strength or their total lack of experience. We did not get a three day training program on how to talk to customers, where 
everything we needed was going to be and who was going to replenish it as it was used up. Basically, we walked into this 
fully stocked restaurant with a wall of windows. All we knew was the windows were going to be opened and our job was 
to face the thousands of persons who were going to be expecting us to know what we were doing, how much the different 
products were going to cost them, and of course - SERVICE NOW AND WITH A SMILE! They would not know the emo-
tions we were going through, the lack of experience, the questions we had or the pain we were feeling from the 12 - 15 
hour days. 
 
I don't want to leave anybody out. There are so many stories that could be told about every single person who was there 
working side by side with everyone else. Not one flaunting any knowledge he or she might have that others don't have. 
But there was certainly an attitude of "here let me help you". 
 
There were many who drove great distances to be there, and to be there on time, and still worked their bodies to the point 
that I can't even see how they managed to gather the energy to drive all the way back home that evening. 
 
Some simply "heard" about what we are doing and showed up. Worked an entire shift with all these strangers (to them at 
least). How uncomfortable would that have been for any one of us? Yet, as though they had been with all of us for the 
past ten years, jumped in, took orders, gave orders as needed and insured that every customer that came to their window 
was treated as though this was the first customer, not the 3,742nd customer. 
 
And I fervently believe that God was behind every single person who volunteered to be a part of this daunting venture. 
Not one of us could have hand-picked a more compatible, cohesive, hard working, dedicated and honest group of per-
sons to work that stand than the ones that actually did work it. 
 
In that last sentence, I should have stressed "honest". Over $45,000.00 went through our hands. Tens of thousands of 
dollars worth of product was at our total disposal and care. Virtually, every single bun, every single drink, every single bag 
of chips or peanuts was accounted for in the midst of the extreme chaos, confusion, uncertainty and pain we were feeling 
long before the third day had even arrived. 
Yet, and please read this with pride. Not many others will ever experience this in their entire lives. You certainly deserve 
the pride you must feel. Here is the big thing about what we did. We sold approximately $45,000.00 worth of product to 
the screaming hoard of customers and race fans. Yet, when all is said and done. When the final books were balanced, 
money counted, products inventoried - we were not missing 117 cans of beer as a result of carelessness, dishonest or 
stupidity. We were not missing 273 hot dog buns because some jerk got careless and spilled something on them or acci-
dentally threw them away. We most certainly were not short $1,244.00, or any figure near that amount as a result of hav-
ing a crook on our volunteer crew. Many things happened over the three days we were entrusted with thousands of dol-
lars worth of merchandise and tens of thousands of dollars in cash that we were to keep safe for the corporation that 
owns all this. I would still have been extremely pleased, considering what we had to go through to do everything we did, if 
we had finished up on Saturday night being short $1,000 or more in either the cash or product that was simply mishan-
dled or what have you. That $1,000 would have come right out of the amount our Arizona Accordion Club would have 
received. This never happened though. 
 
        WE FINISHED OUT WITH A GROSS OF $45,000.00 AND AFTER CLOSING THE ACCOUNTS WE FINISHED 
WITHIN ABOUT $50.00 OF WHERE WE WERE TO BE! Can you imagine what an incredible statement this is. And, as a 
result of finishing to where our inventory / cash was within 1% of what it should be, our club will now receive an additional 
$450.00. And it is all thanks to the diligence of all the persons that were there on the first day, the second day and even 
the third day. ���������

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        If even one of you that we were counting on helping us on Saturday had not showed up, we would have been 
severely hampered. Thank you! Thank each and every one of you who made that long drive out their to work for free. 
Each and every one of you who could hardly even walk at the end of the day, yet you still drove all the way home so 
you cold rest up and do it again. 
 
         I feel so honored to have been a part of this team. My wife and I are so exceedingly honored to have had the 
opportunity to work side by side with each of you, and for such a good cause. If you don't feel God has blessed you 
today, just hang in there, you will experience it soon. Maybe in ways you never imagined. We have done something 
truly wonderful and without asking for a dime in return. You are all giants. I have a renewed respect for the little people 
like me and like so many of you. We are all giants and truly loved by Jesus  for being the giving persons that we all 
have turned out to be. ( Joe Geremia )
