      At the age of thirteen he participated in an accordion competition in Vladivostok, Russia 
and placed fourth.  At the age of fifteen he placed first in the International Competition for 
Accordion and Guitar in Asenovgrad, Bulgaria; received fourth place in the World Accor-
dion Competition in Castelfidardo, Italy; placed second in the national accordion competi-
tion in Plovdiv, Bulgaria, where he received a special award for virtuosic performance of 
folk music.  In 2002 he joined the Duquesne University Tamburitzans and, for the four 
years he was a student in the university, he performed over three hundred and fifty shows 
with the ensemble.

I must say that Murl Sanders (appearing at the Arizona Accordion Club in November) was a 
great compliment to our schedule. He is a fine, talented accordionist who demonstrates excellent 
musicianship. I loved his presentation and the selections. You see, Jack, Murl spends a time (or 
two) surveying the crowd to figure out what the folks want to hear. He plays to the crowd and he 
entertains the crowd (I must admit sometimes he keeps you guessing). He has the tools in his 
pocket and, if he wants to, he will use them.

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    BIOGRAPHIES OF OUR FEBRUARY GUEST ARTISTS  
 
Born and raised in Cleveland, Ohio , “the polka town”, Frank Moravcik and Linda Hochevar were surrounded with ac-
cordion music from a very young age.  They both had an edge in the music field having professional musicians for par-
ents.  Linda's  father played saxophone and half-chromatic accordion for the Frankie Kramer band in the 1960s and 
1970s and after they disbanded, played with various other groups over the next 20 years. Frank's mother had her own 
band and also played piano accordion with the Mary Bass orchestra . Cleveland's Polka King, Johnny Vadnal , recorded 
one of Mrs. Moravick’s original polkas. She is still an active accordion teacher today.
